The softball Glove 

The glove is one of the most important and precious pieces of equipment that any player will 
have. The way a glove molds to individual hands makes it a very individual part of the play-

ers ôkitõ. 

When buying a glove it is important to get a glove that is comfortable on the hand and that 
adequately allows the ball to be caught. It is never OK to get a glove for the player to 
ôgrow intoõ as this will put them at risk of injury. The glove should be big enough to ade-
quately contain the size of ball that the player has to catch. You will see around the dia-
monds that many grades and age groups use different ball sizes. They range from 9.5 inches 
in the littlies up to a 12-inch ball from under 16 onwards. A softball is larger than a baseball 
so we need to ensure that the glove is used only for softball as if is ôbreaks inõ for baseball it 

will never be great for the bigger ball in softball. 

If you purchase a new glove it will very rarely be ready to use in a game straightaway, as it 
will need to be ôbroken inõ. To break a glove in a ball needs to be wrapped inside it with the 
glove edges meeting exactly when it is closed. Then, the glove needs to be placed under the 
leg of the bed or perhaps under the wheels of the family car to teach it where you want it to 

fold!! The weight should be borne by the part of the glove that is nearest to the wrist. 

Every time the glove is used the ball needs to be wrapped back in it before it is put away ð 
even gloves that are 10 years old need to have the ball kept inside or they risk turning into 
pancakes. The ôpocketõ of the glove (where the ball ends up when it is caught) will get better 

and better over time until the glove seems to be able to catch the ball all by itself. 

There are places where fingers can be placed in the glove to improve the size of the pocket 

immediately and I will tell you all about that in the next newsletter! 

Thanks to all coaches and officials for making this great game accessible to a whole new 
generation of softballers.
